Roll Call

Absent:  Joe Tuma and Gina Cashman (Foster Premier, Inc.)

Call Meeting To Order

1. Meeting was called to order at 6:38 p.m. at the Eola Community Center, 555 S. Eola Rd. in Aurora.

Accept Meeting Minutes

1. Justin Wheeler motioned to approve the August 2005 meeting minutes with one revision (addition of the term “allegedly” to the second entry under Homeowner’s Forum); Cindi Schermerhorn seconded the motion.  Motion carried – unanimously.

Homeowner Forum

1. The resident at 2472 Reflections Dr. inquired about the “chalky” spots left on the driveways that were recently sealcoated.  The problem seems to arise after Acres Group visits the property.  This concern was also raised during the June meeting.  The board of directors (“board”) requests Gina Cashman discuss the problem with Fireman’s Sealcoating again to determine the cause of the spotting and report the findings to the board.

President’s Report

Treasurer’s Report

1. As of August 31, 2005 the association’s income was $38,026.86 and expenses were $44,994.53 leaving a difference of ($6,967.67).  The reserve balance is $121,386.83.

Manager’s Report

Old Business

1. Ryan Labuda with Rose Paving Co. answered questions from the board regarding Rose Paving Co.’s asphalt repair bid and petromat proposal.  After a brief discussion , the board tabled the issue.  The board agreed to make a decision on the asphalt repair bids at a special meeting to be held at 7:00 pm on September 26, 2005 at 2344 Reflections Dr.

2. The board revisited the issue of whether to revert to the previous fine policy vs. the current warning policy with regard to violations.  Mike Martin motioned to revert to the previous fine policy;  Joe Tuma (via email) seconded the motion.  Motion carried – 3 in favor (Mike Martin, Joe Tuma and Justin Wheeler);  2 not in favor (Cindi Schermerhorn and Toni Stahr).

New Business

1. Acres Group proposed treating all turf areas with a curative grub treatment as a recent property inspection revealed an infestation of grubs (in the company’s opinion).  Cindi Schermerhorn said she too has found grubs in her and her neighbor’s front yard.  Acres Group’s quoted treatment cost was $2,100.00.  For multiple reasons (i.e. time of year, budget constraints, etc.), the board will not pursue the treatment in 2005 but will consider such a project in 2006.

2. The board requests Gina Cashman survey the Reflections subdivision for parkway trees in need of replacement and forward a complete list to the City of Aurora as soon as possible.

3. The Resident Information Form Main Water Valve Shut Off Unit needs two revisions.  The typo in the last paragraph needs to be corrected to read “emergency.”  The last sentence should be revised to read “Your cooperation is mandatory per declaration regulations.”  Joe Tuma, Mike Martin and/or Justin Wheeler will collect from each end unit homeowner keys to the water shut-off valves.  If a key cannot be acquired from the homeowner, replacement keys will need to be made.

4. Justin Wheeler motioned to disapprove 800 County Line Rd.’s Architectural Improvement Application but notify the homeowner of acceptable borders (i.e. solid natural wood or masonry edging) that may be placed along the existing grass edge.  Such an improvement must be maintained by the homeowner.  Cindi Schermerhorn seconded the motion.  Motion carried – unanimously. 

5. Approval of 2362 Reflections Dr.’s Architectural Improvement Application is pending each board member’s inspection of the satellite dish installation.  Each board member’s findings should be emailed to Gina Cashman.

6. Approval of 2485 Reflections Dr.’s Architectural Improvement Application is pending installation of the satellite dish on September 25, 2005.

Adjournment

1. Mike Martin motioned to adjourn to executive session at 7:55 p.m. Justin Wheeler seconded the motion.  Motion carried – unanimously.

Special Meeting Addendum

A special meeting was held at 7:00 pm on September 26, 2005 at 2344 Reflections Dr. to discuss and decide on the asphalt repair proposals.  The board unanimously approved Illini Suburban Asphalt Maintenance’s bid of $12,850.00 to remove and replace asphalt, install drain tile and connect catch basins at the locations specified in the April 27th proposal.
