Call Meeting To Order

1. Meeting was called to order at 6:32 p.m. at the Eola Community Center, 555 S. Eola Rd. in Aurora.

Accept Meeting Minutes

1. Mike Martin motioned to approve the November 2005 meeting minutes;  Justin Wheeler seconded the motion.  Motion carried – unanimously.

Homeowner Forum

Treasurer’s Report

1. As of November 30, 2005 the association’s income was $43,607.91 and expenses were $31,591.31 leaving a difference of $12,016.60.  The reserve balance is $132,111.99.

2. As of December 31, 2005 the association’s income was $40,505.87 and expenses were $43,772.24 leaving a difference of ($3,266.37).  The reserve balance is $136,355.46.

Manager’s Report

Old Business

1. Justin Wheeler and Mike Martin re-inspected the repaired driveways with Illini Suburban Asphalt Maintenance for quality assurance.  Illini Suburban Asphalt Maintenance recommended the board inform them of any problems in the spring.

2. Mike Martin reported that the coach lamp at 2428 Reflections Dr. had been repaired.

3. The board agreed to reimburse Phil Han his incurred costs creating the new Reflections Web site up to $100.00 provided that he migrate the site to our current Web site address by February 28, 2006.

New Business

1. Cindi Schermerhorn will advise Gina Cashman to send a notification letter to 2527 Looking Glass Ct. that the “For Rent” sign in the homeowner’s window is in violation of rule 8.6 and should be removed promptly to avoid a fine.

2. The board would like Gina Cashman to research current CD rates, as the current CD will expire soon.

3. Mike Martin and Justin Wheeler will inspect the coach lamps Midwest Grounds repaired/replaced to ensure they are in good working order.  Any problems will be reported to Gina Cashman who will request Midwest Grounds bring the coach lamps into compliance.

4. Toni Stahr will draft a new “Violations” spreadsheet for the board to review.  Upon approval, the spreadsheet will be forwarded to Gina Cashman for use.  The new spreadsheet should capture all violations and their current status.

5. Mike Martin motioned to purchase a farewell gift (up to $50) for Jeb Stogdell, Maintenance Account Representative, of Acres Group.  Cindi Schermerhorn seconded the motion.  Motion carried – unanimously.

6. Cindi Schermerhorn will report any burnt-out bulbs in the outside light fixtures on Looking Glass Ct. to Gina Cashman.  Gina Cashman will send a notification letter to such homeowners notifying them that they need to be in compliance or face a fine.

7. Cindi Schermerhorn will draft a letter reminding homeowners of the by-laws regarding garbage and newspaper pick-up.  Upon the board’s review and approval, Gina Cashman will send the letter to all homeowners.

8. Mike Martin motioned to disapprove 2284 Reflections Dr.’s Architectural Improvement Application but Justin Wheeler will notify the homeowner of acceptable bases (i.e. crushed limestone base beneath sand).  The dimensions and paving stone color must also be specified in the application.  Toni Stahr seconded the motion.  Motion carried – unanimously.
